West Nile Virus Situation Update — Fort Bend County — As of 8/31/12

The number of cases of West Nile Virus (WNV) iliness across Texas continues to rise, particularly

in the Dallas/Fort Worth Area. In Fort Bend County, there are no new human cases to report
this week.

There are now three positive mosquito pools in Fort Bend County after 2 additional routine
surveillance sites tested positive this week. One previously positive pool reverted to negative
after enhanced spraying. The positive pool in the Pecan Grove area continues to be persistently
positive even after remediation. (At this time in 2011, Fort Bend County was reporting 3
positive mosquito pools, none of which were persistently positive).

The two (2) human cases in Fort Bend County were detected in the cities of Katy and Sugar
Land. The Katy case was a resident between the ages of 0 -14 years of age and the Sugar Land
case was between the ages of 35 —44. Both have been released home from the hospitals.

The average age of those acquiring WNND in Texas is 55.8 years, and the average age of the
fatalities is 80.3 years. The number of equine cases of WNV has increased to 21 cases so far this
year in Texas.
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Points of Interest

Site mitigation efforts continue in the Pecan Grove area.
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Environmental Health and Road and Bridge staff continues to identify and treat standing
pools of water as they are located or informed of them.

An 8 to 10 foot pathway has been cleared around the perimeter of the property to allow
better access for treatment and mitigation efforts.

Area of concern still being reviewed for designation as a wetlands area.

Trash, debris, containers and old tires with stagnant water continues to be pulled from
the thick vegetation.
